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JESUS FUE TENTADO, COMO NOSOTROS

Hemos iniciado el camino hacia la Pascua, nuestro objetivo serd prepararnos para recibir la misericordia de
Dios, después de haber hecho un camino y reflexion de arrepentimiento, de propositos, de cambio, de un
mejor mundo espiritual, familiar, laboral. Pero todo esto con nuestra decision de entrar en la cuaresma para
ser creaturas nuevas.

El evangelista Marcos utiliza solo un par de lineas para narrar las tentaciones de Jesus en el desierto. Incluso
lo hace en el contexto de muchas mas cosas. Dice San Marcos: “En aquel tiempo el Espiritu empujoé a Jesus al
desierto. Se quedo en el desierto cuarenta dias, dejandose tentar por Satands, vivia entre alimanas y los ange-
les le servian”. Luego también, en poco mds de una linea dice que cuando arrestaron a Juan se marcho a Ga-
lilea conde predicaba la cercania del Reino. La brevedad habitual de Marcos hace que, siempre, los comenta-
rios superen en concision y en firmeza. Sabemos por los otros evangelistas que el combate del Senor con el
diablo fue mas largo y de un gran peso dialéctico. Y, es tal vez, el conocimiento de la historia con sus deta-
lles, subidas y bajadas desde el pinaculo del templo lo que hace, como diria yo, “mas fuerte” el enunciado de
Marcos, pero nos lleva rapidamente a nuestras propias tentaciones. Y es que todos somos tentados y no re-~
sulta dificil describir ese ejercicio de engano del Maligno. No lo es. La tentacion se basa, tal vez, en nuestros
propios anhelos dormidos o, a veces, en cuestiones que ni siquiera entendemos. Pero sea como sea, ahi esta.
Lo que no es posible es negar la tentacion, su existencia. No es la tentacion el afloramiento simple de una
tendencia o de un deseo. Es un engano basado en esa tendencia o en ese deseo, pero de tal forma que ambos
se desvirtuan para llegar a una irrealidad engafiosa y malvada. La tentacion nunca esta llena de amor, que es
patrimonio y sustancia de Dios. Ni de alegria, ni de ganas de agradar. No. Cuando es tentacion hay mal y
dano. La tentacidn, una vez superada, se aprecia que es burda y torpe. Pero los malos deseos oscurecen el
alma y la caida es posible. Sin embargo, se fu¢ramos capaces de discernir la base enganosa de la misma no
caeriamos.

Deberiamos dedicar, en lo personal, un rato a analizar nuestras tentaciones mas frecuentes y nuestra actua-~
cion sobre ellas. Sabemos que Dios no permitiria que la tentacion supere nuestras fuerzas, ni nuestra capaci-
dad de analisis para evitarla. Y, sin embargo, caecmos. La realidad es que cuando se analiza nuestra caida y la
naturaleza del pecado cometido lo que ejerce —y hasta humilla—es el burdo engano al que hemos sido some-
tidos. Y otra cosa es la “tentacion inexistente”. Es decir ese engano plano y directo que nos lleva a una situa-
cion pecaminosa sin fase previa. Vamos directamente al engano por falta de cuidado o reflexion. La cuestion
que importa es que la tentacion existe, que es persistente, si le dejamos sitio. Y la mejor forma de salir de ella
es no dar pabulo a sus argumentos. Ahi lo de huir no es de cobardes, sino de perspicaces e inteligentes. De-~
bemos, pues, tomando el ejemplo de nuestro Maestro desenmascarar el Gran Mentiroso, que no busca, ni
quiere, nuestro placer. Solo nuestro pecado.

Es nuestra experiencia seguramente poner la responsabilidad de nuestro pecado sobre otros, situaciones,
eventos, personas, etc. Pero la realidad es que nosotros nos dejamos seducir por situaciones que nos llevan a
lamentarnos, sufrir, confundir, pelear, separar y es por eso que la tentacion viene de muchisimas formas y
nosotros debemos estar despiertos ante ella para darle el trato que mi vida merece, no dejarme confundir,
para eso tenemos, la palabra de Dios, la eucaristia, la confesion, el santisimo, el grupo, La Iglesia. Busquemos
y no nos dejemos arrastrar a veces casi con nuestro propio consentimiento. Esta cuaresma te invita y me in-
vita a mejorar mi vida en todo sentido. Amen.
