NO TEMAN, SOY YO.
 
El encuentro con Dios, como es que nos encontramos con El? Será por medio de una
cita, o sera que alguien nos lo presenta? Como? La verdad es que cuando nos
decidimos a presenciarlo, buscarlo, escucharlo, habrán muchos medios para poder
estar a solas con El. Y de ahi en adelante podemos aclarar cuando esta y en donde no
esta, porque a veces nos creamos esas presencias raras de Dios, pero en realidad no
esta. Cuando hacemos silencio vamos afinando nuestra experiencia con El y vamos ir
discerniendo mejor mi relación con El. La experiencia de Elias, de Pedro, de Juan , de
Pablo, todas fueron diferentes, lo encontraron dentro de ellos, en sus errores, aciertos,
silencios, miedos, ahi fueron puliendo su relación con El Dios vivo, lleva tiempo , es
una experiencia, un proceso, no es de una tarde, día a día y paso a paso, con altos y
bajos.
 
Hoy en el evangelio le dice, soy yo, no temas, y así les abre los ojos y los oídos, para
que se den cuenta que no es un fantasma, ni un personaje mas, sino que es el Dios
que esta en relación con Abraham , Moises, Elias. “Yo soy “ es el nombre de Dios  y
esa resonancia trae la voz de Jesús sobre su persona. Por eso Pedro se atreve a
pedirle quele mande ir hacia él. Jesús dice “Ven”. Una invitación para Pedro, para los
discípulos, para usted, para mí. VEN. Y estamos en medio de la tormenta. Tormenta
que parece no tener calma posible. Pedro se fía y va y camina sobre las aguas. En el
nombre de Jesús vence el miedo y a la tormenta. Está ahí el peligro, la persecución, la
espada, la muerte, pero todo es vencible en el nombre de Jesús. En medio de la
tormenta hay que saltar al agua; hay que mojarse sentir batir la furia de las olas y de
los vientos. No hemos de esperar a que se calme para actuar. Hace falta arriesgar.
 
En donde Pedro duda, o tiene miedo, y se hunde.  Y de su corazón miedoso y  es el
nom salen una hermosa oración: “Sálvame, Señor, que perezco”.  Esto le pasa a Pedro
y nos puede pasar a cada uno de nosotros. Las cosas se pueden poner “bravas” y
parece que nos hundimos. Caemos en el desaliento, en la desesperanza, en la acedia,
en la tentación de volver a los  días de invierno. Y no. Acudamos al Señor. Pidamos
que nos eche una mano. Pedro encuentra la mano de Jesús que lo saca de la
tormenta o lo restituye a la superficie.
 
Jesús le dice: -Que poca fe. ¿Por qué has dudado?- Reproche, extrañeza o lamento
de Jesús. Esperaba un poco más de fe en Pedro y lo espera también de nosotros.
Tantas veces se cierne la duda sobre nosotros; tantas veces nos preguntamos una y
otra vez, el si está o no está Dios en favor nuestro, en medio de nosotros. Y lo está;
claro que lo está. Hasta los cabellos de nuestra cabeza están contados. Nada pasa
que no sea para bien de los amados de Dios y de aquellos que descubren esa mano
de Dios en todos los acontecimientos de su vida. Hemos de ser solidarios y darnos
ánimo. Estamos en la tormenta pero no estamos dejados de la mano de Dios. Sigue a
nuestro lado.
 
Jesús sube a la barca y se calma la tempestad. Los de la barca reaccionan
postrándose ante Jesús y le declaran que él es realmente el Hijo de Dios. Lo que para
los discípulos es “el final”, para nosotros es el principio. Sabemos que Jesús es el Hijo
de Dios. No le pidamos continuamente pruebas para que tengamos claro que es el
enviado de Dios. Nos basta con la prueba de “Jonás”; la prueba de su muerte, su
sepultura y su resurrección de entre los muertos. Podemos encontrar multitud de
pruebas en nuestra vida de la presencia benefactora de Dios. Hemos palpado
realidades en las que se ha visto la mano de Dios. Gocemos de esas realidades y
demos gracias. Nos basta con ellas, aunque sabemos que Dios es prodigo en señales
y manifestaciones de su presencia.
 
“La barca” siempre es un referente eclesial. Esta iglesia nuestra que navega por mares
profundos.

Momentos de
oscuridad al menos aparente. Quiero significar hoy, para que no pase desapercibido, el
documento Vaticano sobre la conversión pastoral de la comunidad parroquial al
servicio de la misión evangelizadora de la Iglesia. Un documento que quiere lanzarnos
a todos a remar mar adentro para volvernos eficaces en nuestra misión
evangelizadora. Es un documento largo, pero puede ser valioso si se toma como hoja
de ruta para mover esta barca por caminos ya indicados en el Vaticano II y que han
sido eclipsados por impulsos que podrían ser buenos pero que no miraban hacia el
profundo mar o a adentrarnos en el mundo como es y no como a nosotros nos gustaría
que fuese.
