Un mensaje del p. Carlos 

La Salvación es dada a todos : ¿La quieres?
 
El ejemplo de hoy es una mujer con una valentía increíble, pero desde su fe, y se
contacta con Jesús en su necesidad y entabla un dialogo con El, un dialogo muy
liberador para ella y para los prejuicios del momento y Jesús termina alabando su
fe, su valentía, pero ante todo, la recibe, la acoge como una hija que busca a su
familia. A pesar de los prejuicios la salvación es para todos, y para toda época.

Maravilla, sin duda, la extraordinaria conversación entre Jesús de Nazaret y la mujer
cananea. El Señor parece que no acepta la petición de la mujer y pone límites a su
misión, pero es solo un planteamiento para que ella luche y se exprese en
profundidad, con todo su corazón. Y en efecto, si los perrillos se comen las migajas
que caen de las mesas de sus amos, ¿cómo no van a tener sitio en ellas los hijos
de Dios?, pero hacía falta que eso se manifestara ante toda la multitud para que se
produjera la enseñanza que Cristo deseaba. Y como en el caso de lo que dijo Isaías
muchos años antes se descubre la universalidad del mensaje cristiano, que como
decíamos antes es para todos y de todas las épocas.

La otra consideración es el uso consciente de la paradoja por parte de Jesús. Es
como si quisiera que esa disyuntiva trajese mejor la verdad a las almas de quienes
le escuchaban. ¿No es cierto que supo desde mucho antes de producirse que la
hemorroísa iba a curarse al tocar su manto? ¿No dejó gritar un poco más de la
cuenta al ciego que le esperaba a la vera del camino? ¿Estaba verdaderamente
dormido mientras la tempestad arreciaba contra la barca de los apóstoles? ¿No
hace lo mismo con nosotros, en nuestra vida de ahora, en lo que nos ocurre cada
día? ¿No está esperando que, mediante la paradoja, nosotros nos demos cuenta de
que Él sigue a nuestro lado? Y sería bueno que no olvidemos una cosa principal.
Las enseñanzas contenidas en la Palabra de Dios tienen, por supuesto, un destino
comunitario, dirigida a toda la Asamblea del Pueblo de Dios, pero también son una
llamada personal e individual a todos y cada uno de nosotros.

Es la oración confiada en El
cada día la que nos hará fuertes en la creencia y en la fe, necesitamos doblar
nuestras rodillas ante nuestro Dios y pedirle y agradecerle, alabarle. Eso es lo que
necesitamos nosotros, no solo ser interesados o necesitados.

Cada domingo, la Palabra de Dios va operando en lo más hondo de nuestras
entrañas. Puede que, en más de una ocasión, nuestra presencia obedezca más a
una obligación que a una necesidad, a un mandamiento más que a un encuentro
añorado y apetecido semanalmente.
