Did You Know?
Is your caregiver safe? 
Many families are stretched thin during this pandemic and may be relying on
childcare from different places — family members, neighborhood swaps, or in-home
care. Any time you leave your child in someone else’s care, make sure you do your
due diligence on the safety of the caregiver. Fundamentally, you must trust the
caregiver is a safe person –ask for references, conduct interviews, survey the
physical space(s) where your child will be playing, sleeping, eating. Discuss the level
and kind of supervision your child needs to be sure the caregiver understands what
you expect, given your child’s age(s) and activity level(s). It may also be important to
consider whether the caregiver is able to physically and emotionally care for your
child? For example, older family members may not be able to chase energetic young
children for a full day. Even if it feels like your options are limited, your child’s safety
is critical.

También puede
ser importante considerar si el cuidador puede cuidar física y emocionalmente a su
hijo. Por ejemplo, es posible que los miembros mayores de la familia no puedan
seguir a niños pequeños enérgicos durante un día completo. Pese a que sienta que
sus opciones son limitadas, la seguridad de su hijo es muy importante.

Update on Capital Campaign
We are at a critical point in this campaign. Although we had been approved for our
loan in February, that was put on hold due to the COVID pandemic. Due to the
greater risk caused by the current economic uncertainties, we must raise in cash or
pledges $500,000 more to be approved. Since we learned this about a week ago,
we have raised $161,000 from just six parishioners! What a blessing Thank You! If
you did not hear the appeal I made, explaining the complete situation and why now
is so urgent (one of our major foundation donors letting us know we need to start
soon to keep their support, and more) please listen to the appeal at the link below.
  
I am aware many families are under great stress (financially and in many other
ways) during these times of pandemic, if this describes you please know you are in
my prayers. If, however you are blessed to be able to help with this campaign, we
really need the help at this time. I am grateful for all who have helped so far. Very
grateful. But if you can help some more, can you please help a bit more? If you have
not yet helped please consider helping at this time. To raise the additional $339,000
in a short time will still take a lot of sacrifice, we really would benefit from some more
persons to make a larger donation of $10,000 to $100,000. But many smaller
donations are powerful too. I am asking that everyone who can, make a pledge of at
least $2,000 payable over the next five years. That is about $1/day. You can pledge
online (or watch the full appeal) here.

This project is important for our church and school, adding S.T.E.M. Lab, music and
arts, meeting, and office space to our school, and helping our Church with more
ministry space and gathering space. It will be a great boost for our parish. Based on
the response so far, I do think that together we can do this! Know you are always in
my prayers.
