Un mensaje del p. Carlos 

AMOR A DIOS, AMOR A LOS DEMAS.

Existe hoy mucha dispersión y confusión provocada por la oferta de novedades
competitivas, que hacen viejo lo que ayer valía. Se fabrican mil “FRASES”
publicitarias para resumir y anunciar lo bueno e importante. Está de moda acuñar
frases lapidarias que sintetizan lo principal, en el plano comercial, político e incluso
religioso. En tiempos de Jesús les interesaba conocer lo principal de la ley, y hoy
sigue siendo también actual esta pregunta para discernir entre las prioridades de la
fe cristiana.

En la misa de este domingo treinta ordinario se leen dos textos importantes de la
Biblia sobre el discernimiento de las prioridades cristianas, uno tomado del Éxodo y
otro de San Mateo. En el primero se recuerdan una serie de preceptos ético
sociales que para el hebreo constituían una especie de bloque legislativo o códice
de la alianza adaptado a la vida religiosa y social. El forastero, el huérfano y la
viuda, y el pobre eran los ciudadanos privados del defensor. Por eso Dios los había
asumido bajo su especial protección y la comunidad debía rodearlos de amor,
porque el que oprime al débil ultraja al que lo ha creado.

Los hebreos, han vivido fuera de su tierra y Dios los ha librado de la opresión
humillante de la esclavitud. Y cada uno de nosotros, aunque de otro modo, también
éramos esclavos y hemos recibido la libertad como don precioso que Dios nos ha
concedido. Y no podemos mirar a nadie con desprecio, aunque sea a un pobre
hombre de fuera, rumano, marroquí o, ecuatoriano que viene a nuestra tierra porque
en la suya es difícil vivir.

Dios sigue preocupándose de los débiles, de los indefensos, de los fácilmente
explotables. Son figuras perennes. La viuda de fácil manejo, víctima propicia para el
engaño y la seducción. El huérfano abandonado también a su suerte, tantas veces
despojado, No es verdad que Dios rechace a los ricos por el mero hecho de serlo, ni
que acoja al pobre sólo porque lo es. Pero sí es cierto que Dios rechaza al rico que
lo es sólo para sí, al que no hace justicia, al que no practica con obras el amor a los
demás. Como también es cierto que desvía sus ojos del pobre que tiene su corazón
cargado de odio, o que es pobre porque también es perezoso y vago, o que se
desespera en su pobreza y no lucha por salir de ella, al mismo tiempo que levanta
confiado su mirada a Dios.

Hoy Dios da unas normas o sea se  baja a detalles: "Si prestas dinero a uno de mi
pueblo, a un pobre que habita contigo, no serás con él usurero cargándole de
intereses. Si tomas en prenda el manto de tu prójimo se lo devolverás antes de
ponerse el sol,  porque no tiene otro vestido para cubrir su cuerpo... Si grita a mí yo
lo escucharé, porque soy compasivo", dice el Señor. Todo esto de la justicia social
de la biblia es un mensaje muy actual, hoy entre tantos emigrantes y personas que
buscan de muchas formas salvar su vida, mejorar etc. El llamado es a AMAR Y
APOYAR, no discriminación, a Dios no le gusta esto.

Lo mismo hemos de pensar cada uno de nosotros. Dios nos librará de todo mal si
acudimos confiados a él, si nos llegamos hasta su presencia para decirle que le
necesitamos, que nos sentimos solos, que sufrimos quizás en lo más íntimo de
nuestro ser. El Señor nos escuchará si humildemente le rogamos que tenga
misericordia de nosotros, que se compadezca de nuestra miseria y pequeñez.

Si lo hacemos así, veremos cómo Dios se pone a nuestro lado, para sostenernos en
la prueba, para animarnos en la lucha, para darnos al fin la victoria. Amar a Dios sin
dejar de Amar al prójimo. Y amar al prójimo sin dejar de Amar a Dios. Amen.

We Are So Close to Realizing Our New School and Church Addition!

Three weeks ago, I announced that we were at a very critical time in our fundraising
for the new STEM Lab, Music/Arts and Multipurpose room, meeting and ministry
space and more. Our permits were dangerously close to expiring and a large grant
from a foundation was also in danger of expiring, so we needed to raise $500,000
quickly to make this project a reality. I will be announcing our progress this weekend
at all the Masses.

We have come this long way in just a short time aided by several who gave very
large donations. For them I am grateful. But it has always been my greatest
desire that we have many more people, even all, of our community sharing in
this project. I know buildings do not make up a church, rather it is a people united
and guided by The Spirit. But Our Church is also Sacramental, and just as we see a
much greater reality present in signs of bread and wine in the Eucharist, these
buildings will be the outward sign of a growing and thriving church and school
community for generations to come. 

It is my greatest desire that we finish this last bit of fundraising with many
donations. I ask everyone to consider, if you have not already, and If you are
able, to give a total of $2,000 over the next five years. That amounts to about

$1/day.

I do realize that due to the pandemic, our families are under great stress,
economically and more. If you are unable to help at this time, we understand.  Our
goal is to help you through these times as a member of our school and church
community. Let us know if you are struggling and might need additional help.

But to those who are able, and have not done so already, I ask that you make a new
pledge of, or increase your existing pledge to, at least $2,000. This is $1/day over a
5-year pledge. Giving at this level will allow your name to be on our donor wall,
enshrining this project not as the work of just a few, but of the many, a
community united in the Spirit.
