Un mensaje del p. Carlos 

Una búsqueda intensa pero serena
La primera lectura nos hace una invitación: a desear la Sabiduría.Y para acceder a ella,
necesitamos una actitud constante de búsqueda y de apertura. Así dice el texto: «Fácilmente
la ven los que la aman –y la encuentran los que la buscan-. Se anticipa a darse a conocer a los
que la desean. Quien temprano la busca no se fatigará, pues a su puerta la hallará sentada…
Ella misma busca por todas partes a los que son dignos de ella…»

La Sabiduría se nos da en plenitud en la Palabra hecha carne, en Jesucristo; Él da sentido a
nuestra vida y satisface nuestras aspiraciones. Pero como leemos en el evangelio de san Juan:
«la(Sabiduría) Palabra(Jesús), vino a los suyos y no la recibieron».

Nuestra experiencia del Dios-con-nosotros, del Reino anunciado y traído por Jesús, nos
ayuda a conseguir que nuestra vida tenga un porqué y un para qué. Es una experiencia
fundante que nos convierte en sal de la tierra, en luz del mundo, en levadura. Que las
distracciones de nuestra vida no nos hagan perder de vista la llamada que se nos ha hecho.
Este proyecto necesita de todo nuestro tiempo, atención, cariño y entrega.

Esta responsabilidad personal y llamada a la vigilancia, no se debe convertir en un
pensamiento obsesivo ni agobiante. La búsqueda del Reino de Dios no es nada traumático, ni
algo ajeno a nosotros, que esté fuera o lejos. En realidad, se trata de buscarnos a nosotros
mismos, de penetrar en nuestra interioridad, de vernos tal cual somos, de sentirnos un “yo”
en lo que sentimos y hacemos. En la primera lectura se nos invita a esa búsqueda serena y
gozosa de algo que se nos cruza diariamente en el camino, que nos espera sentado en la
puerta de nuestra casa (la Sabiduría).

En el día de hoy, se nos invita a abrir los ojos y reconocer a Dios en los acontecimientos
vividos. Esto requiere el estar vigilantes, tener encendida nuestra lámpara, en el aquí y ahora,
en nuestra familia, en la comunidad, en nuestro pueblo o ciudad, en nuestro país, a través de
los distintos hechos vividos, sean dolorosos o felices…, a través de esto que llamamos vida.
En ella se manifiesta Dios, y nos pide una respuesta evangélica.

El Reino de Dios “está dentro de nosotros”, no tenemos que buscarlo fuera. No es algo
material, es una forma de existencia, una manera de responder ante las distintas
circunstancias de la vida.

Estemos vigilantes, pues el Señor está presente de una u otra manera en los distintos
acontecimientos de nuestra vida. Y esa vigilancia ha de ser serena y confiada en la búsqueda:
