On Palm Sunday we receive palm fronds which we use to participate in the reenactment of Christ's triumphant
arrival in Jerusalem, days before he was crucified. In the Gospels, Jesus entered Jerusalem riding a young
donkey, and to the lavish praise of the townspeople who threw clothes, or possibly palms or small branches, in

front of him as a sign of homage. This was a customary practice for people of great respect.(a)

Palm branches are widely recognized symbol of peace and victory. The use of a donkey instead of a horse is
highly symbolic, it represents the humble arrival of someone in peace, as opposed to arriving on a steed in

war. @

Palm Sunday is the final Sunday of Lent, the beginning of Holy Week. It is important to remember that we call
this “Holy Week” and not “sad week” or “suffering week,” for each of the Sunday readings, even the
lamentations of the psalm, end in the promise of the strength and hope that is granted by God to those who

faithfully give of themselves in love. As we enter into this week through these readings, we must reflect deeply
on the sufferings of Jesus, but still be confident in the joy of risen, eternal life that awaits all of us who faithfully

walk with him through these days. (b)

Con del Domingo de Ramos, comienza, para la
Iglesia, la semana santa que culminara en la Vigilia
Pascual-Domingo de Resurreccion.

Normalmente esta celebracion tiene dos partes, una
afuera del templo en otro lugar arreglado para la
bendicion de los ramos, lectura del evangelio y luego
inicia la procesion hacia el templo, que conmemora la
peregrinacién hacia la pascua de Resurrection
algunas parroquias tienen la posibilidad de hacerlo
con procesion afuera, otros se hace dentro del mismo
templo o en el atrio.

Quienes se unen al coro del “crucificalo”, no se
percatan que, a la vuelta de una semana, la
resurreccion de Cristo sera una realidad. Realidad
visible, no solo en la naturaleza, por el nuevo
crecimiento de la vida en primavera, sino porque la
muerte ya no tiene lugar en este mundo: el
Viviente ya no muere mas, vive para siempre —
Pascua Florida.

En un mundo “tan tolerante”, donde el hablar de Dios
es signo de gente atrasada o retrograda como dicen
algunos, los seguidores del Resucitado tenemos que
salir a los distintos ambientes a proclamar que la
vida, la resurreccion, es una realidad espiritual
incontestable.

Debe ser esta Santa Semana tiempo para que el
cristiano confronte su proyecto de vida con el de
Cristo.

Abusive behavior is nonconsensual

The term “consensual” implies that a person freely
agrees to do something and understands what they
are consenting to do. When it comes to child abuse,
no child can give consent, or freely agree, to engage
in inappropriate behavior with an older person -
however children can be manipulated such that it
appears they have consented in some way out of
deference to the abuser’s authority. This is why abuse
often involves misuse or abuse of power over a victim
and can be accomplished through a range of
inappropriate behaviors that give the abuser the
upper hand.
