La Fe consistente nos hará perseverar en el
camino.

Este domingo décimo tercero del tiempo ordinario el
libro de la sabiduría nos recuerda algo importante y
es que Dios quiere la vida. Creados a imagen y
semejanza de Dios, estamos destinados a la vida
eterna. Dios nos quiere junto a sí. Esta es la divina
voluntad que choca constantemente con la condición
ineludible de habernos creado libres.

Dios pone todo de su parte, hasta su propio Hijo,
para que alcancemos el amor y la felicidad en
plenitud. Son nuestras decisiones las que nos
apartan o nos unen a Dios.
Para que haya libre decisión tienen que haber
distintas opciones. Una de ellas no viene de Dios y,
aparentemente, ofrece salud cuando, en verdad,
genera enfermedad y muerte.
Todos hemos experimentado, a uno u otro nivel, las
consecuencias de nuestras decisiones, pero ¡he aquí
el Evangelio!: nadie está perdido, aún enfermo o
muerto en vida, si confía en el Señor y,
“levantándose”, comparte su gozo con los hermanos.

En el evangelio se nos muestra, con inequívocas
acciones, el poder de Cristo que manifiesta la
misericordia divina, la compasión y la ternura de Dios.
Presenta unas de las más dolorosas experiencias
humanas para hablarnos del alma herida o muerta
por el pecado: la enfermedad y la muerte.

No hemos de quedarnos en consideraciones que nos
lleven a indagar en la vida de la mujer enferma o de
Jairo y su familia. Los milagros del Señor tienen
siempre un valor de signo. La sangre que pierde

la mujer enferma nos sugiere, según la concepción
bíblica, la vida que van perdiendo los que se obstinan
en ir por el mal camino. La decisión de tocar el
manto, la determinación y la humildad. La reacción
del Señor nos hace comprender el valor de la fe
como condición.

¡Ojo con confundir el poder de la confianza en Cristo
con la forma concreta de manifestarla! La gracia
viene de Cristo y no del manto. ¡Cuántos ritos,
devociones y obsoletas costumbres hemos de ir
cambiando!

La muerte de la niña puede ser imagen de la
percepción fatalista de la muerte como el final sin
remedio. “¿Para qué molestar más al maestro?”
como diciendo que ni Dios tiene poder sobre la
muerte. Jesús es rápido y contundente ante la
desesperación de los que lloran y se lamentan: “La
niña no está muerta, está dormida”, como diciendo
que la muerte no es el final. Vendrá cuando venga,
pero no tiene el poder de matar. El único que tiene
poder de matarse es uno mismo. A eso lo llamamos
condenación. La niña murió, quizá, habiendo
conocido a sus nietos. Y, aplicado a nosotros,
podemos decir que, aunque parezca que estemos al
borde de la fosa por nuestra mala vida, por nuestros
pecados, todavía es tiempo de salvación. “No temas;
basta que tengas fe”.

Esa es la seguridad de Jesús en la vida de todos,
basta que tengas fe, la fe nos dará la fortaleza y la
sabiduría para enfrentar las situaciones incluso la
muerte.

Declaremos nuestra fe y adhesión a Jesús el Salvador
del mundo en las buenas y en las malas, pero con El,

 agarrados de su mano. Paz y Bien. ✝

Foster one-on-one relationships safely
One-on-one time with trusted adults is healthy for children and helps them to build self-esteem and long-term
relationships. You can protect your child while still ensuring they have time and opportunity to build these
relationships. You can drop in unexpectedly when your child is with another adult, even if that person is a
trusted family member. Insist on observable outings, in public places. Talk with your child after an outing, noting
his mood or her ability to confidently tell you what happened. For more information, visit
https://www.d2l.org/education/5-steps/step-2/.
